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The Alaska Earthquake Information Center located a minor earthquake that occurred on Saturday, September
26th at 10:12 AM AKDT in the central region of Alaska. This earthquake had a preliminary magnitude of 3.1
and was located at a depth of about 6 miles (9 km). The magnitude and location may change slightly as addi-
tional data are received and processed.  It was felt in Fairbanks. No reports of this event causing damage have
been received at this time.
