The Alaska Earthquake Information Center recorded a moderate earthquake that occurred on Thursday at 07
am ADT in the Rat Islands region of Alaska. This earthquake had a preliminary magnitude of 5.0 and was
located at a depth of about 21 miles (33 km). This event appears to be an aftershock of the magnitude 6.0 ev
that occurred at 07:00 am AST within the same region. No reports of this event having been felt and/or causit
damage have been received at this time.
