The Alaska Earthquake Information Center located a minor earthquake that occurred on Friday at 01:23 pm
ADT in the Prince William Sound region of Alaska. This earthquake had a preliminary magnitude of 3.4 and

was located at a depth of about 9 miles (15 km).

No reports of this event having been felt and/or causing damage have been received at this time.
