The Alaska Earthquake Information Center located a light earthquake that occurred on Tuesday, December 1-
at 4:35 AM AKST in the Kodiak Island region of Alaska. This earthquake had a preliminary magnitude of 4.4
and was located at a depth of about 21 miles (34 km).
