The Alaska Earthquake Information Center located a minor earthquake that occurred on Saturday, Decembe
18th at 7:55 AM AKST in the central region of Alaska. This earthquake had a preliminary magnitude of 3.2 anc
was located at a depth of about 13 miles (20 km).
