ALASKA EARTHQUAKE INFORMATION CENTER

:The Alaska Earthquake Information Center located a moderate earthquake that occurred on Monday, July 10th
at 5:38 PM AKDT inthe Kodiak Island region of Alaska. This earthquake had a preliminary magnitude of 5.6
and was located at a depth of about 28 miles (45 km). The magnitude and location may change slightly as addi-
tional data are received and processed. This event was felt in Karluk, Old Harbor and Kodiak. No reports of

damage have been received at thistime.

19 km ( 12 miles) WSW of Larsen Bay
58 km ( 36 miles) N of Akhiok

64 km ( 40 miles) WNW of Old Harbor

117 km ( 73 miles) WSW of Ouzinkie
196 km ( 122 miles) SE of King Salmon
