The Alaska Earthquake Information Center located a minor earthquake that occurred on Thursday, October 31st
at 3:24 AM AKST in the Kenai Peninsularegion of Alaska. This earthquake had a preliminary magnitude of 3.8
and was located at a depth of about 39 miles (62 km). The magnitude and location may change slightly as addi-
tional data are received and processed. This event wasfelt strongly in Ninilchik and felt in Homer No reports of
damage have been received at thistime.

The Alaska Earthquake Information Center will continue to gather data and may issue additional
rel eases as appropriate. With any moderate or large earthquake, aftershocks should be expected to occur.
